	Introduction to Forest Schools / boundaries
	After the children have got changed, I will remind the children of our school rules. Remind children that forest schools is about having fun outdoors, they should explore the forest but only within boundaries of the forest, careful that we do not run within forest or hit ourselves/friends with sticks/branches. No picking of growing plants/flowers.  – The children will aim to get changed a lot quicker than the previous week.

	Fire circle games
	To help reinforce the rules of the fire circle we will ask the children to demonstrate how we should sit at the circle and then play games by calling out children’s names to swap places and colours of clothes etc. 

	Making pictures
(split) / 

Gathering different types of stick and leaves
	Split group activity - split the children up so that they are in smaller groups and take part in more activities. 
Making pictures – the children will be asked to use any resources they can find to make a picture of something they have learnt so far in reception. We will walk around each other’s creations at the end and feedback. The children are free to work independently or with some friends.
Gathering – the children will go collecting different types of stick that they can talk about and some dry leaves to talk about the differences and give names to. 

	Free choice activities
	Children are given free choice to engage in different activities on offer. Leader patrols site engaging with and encouraging children into different activities. Children given free reign to choose any available activities or engage in newly developed activities.

	Tidy up
	Children assist in clearing away resources used and ensuring site is left clear.

	Reflection time
	Children introduced to fire circle; leader leads reflective session about the children interests, successes and stories about the afternoons activities.

	Story time
	Children assist leader in making up a story, giving characters, setting, plot line for leader to develop into story.

	Getting changed
	Children will go back to school and we will get changed, showing that we can look after our forest school clothes.
